How to get there:
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�e nearest airport is Florianópolis International Airport 
– Hercílio Luz (FLN), with daily �ights from the main 

Brazilian capitals and international connections via São 
Paulo and Rio de Janeiro. �e journey to the lodge takes 

around 1h15 by road. It is also possible to organize 
private transfers or arrival by helicopter upon request.

Situated on a private peninsula in Governador 
Celso Ramos, approximately 50 km north of
